Company/Licence Holder(s) applying for Transport Approval (TA) / Licence from various government agencies are required to submit by post  two sets of their Transportation Emergency Response Plan (TERP) to SCDF for clearance. The TERP must be written in accordance to the attached format and submitted in a 2-ring hard folder to:
